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Music has been a constant presence in Tommie B.'s life since he was just five years old, when he began singing in church and
wowing the congregation with his impressive talent. But for Tommie, music isn't just a means of making money or gaining fame -
it's his passion and his calling. Mogul Russell Simmons once crowned Tommie "A musical genius", a title that only increased the
pressure on Tommie to live up to his potential. But for Tommie, the pursuit of greatness is a lifelong journey that he's committed
to with all his heart and soul.

Growing up on the West Side of Chicago and later moving to the South Side, Tommie has always been surrounded by music and
the arts. By age 11, he was writing songs for himself and others, and he formed his first gospel group, Evidence, soon after. The

group went on to become a sensation in the Chicagoland area, performing at churches and local talent shows. The group would

later transition to singing R&B and changed their name to Nexx Level.

Thanks to Tommie’s dedicated management team at the time, he has met with music industry heavyweights like Jay-Z, L.A Reid,
and Russell Simmons. Tommie also made a hame for himself as a background vocalist for a number of high-profile artists,
including Ginuwine, Dave Hollister, Syleena Johnson, and Tweet. He eventually became a major songwriter in his own right,
working on projects with Syleena Johnson, Willie Taylor, and Day26.

Today, Tommie is partnered with his longtime friend Fred Taylor, who formed the production team Toxic Production. Their work
on Cardi B's debut album, which includes hit songs like "Bodak Yellow" and "Money Bag", earned them a Grammy and Diamond
Selling Status. Toxic Production is now a multi-platinum and Grammy award-winning production company, but Tommie is still
committed to giving back to his local community. He's created opportunities for local artists in Chicago by bringing live band
open mic nights to the city, including the popular Celeb Night Open Mic, which has attracted celebrities from all over the country.

In addition to his work as a producer and promoter, Tommie is also a talented solo artist. He released his highly anticipated
sophomore album titled Trap & Blues, which promises to showcase this unique blend. Tommie's ultimate goal was to create his
own genre of music, blending the innovation of today's sounds with the soul of yesterday's legends. With his unwavering
dedication to his craft, there's no doubt that Tommie B. is on his way to achieving that goal and leaving a lasting legacy in the
world of music.

& would eventually get the opportunity to be
employed by his long time musical mentor.
